We have been hard at work this week restructuring our plan based on the district’s decision to have K-2 in-person 

and 3-5 remote. Our goal has been to support students and teachers while also minimizing changes. Please see 

below for the changes that were made.

● Consistent Schedules - we are keeping the schedules for classes consistent with very few exceptions. If 

anything has changed in your child’s schedule, your teacher will let you know.

● No arrival prior to 8am - to ensure teachers have plenty of planning time, we will not allow students to 

enter the building prior to 8am, even on days when it is cold. Please plan accordingly.

● Live Specials - our plan is to continue live specials (something that started on October 26th). We are hoping 

to also provide this to Kindergarten students in the near future.

Playground - As a reminder, due to COVID, you are not allowed to have your children play on the school 

playground before or after school.
